
Tennis Courts 
 

1.  All members and their guests are eligible to use the Tennis Courts.  Guests without a valid 

Guest Card must be accompanied by their host member.  One resident must be present on 

each court when having guests without Guest Cards.  Members are responsible for the 

conduct and safety of their guests. 

 

2. Keys to the Tennis Courts are available to members only. A key may be signed-out at the 

Lodge Office. Members may not loan their key to others and are responsible for the 

safekeeping of the key. Persons using the Tennis Courts are responsible for locking the gates. 

 

3. The Tennis Committee may close some or all of the Tennis Courts for limited use during 

scheduled events such as, recreational "round-robins", social activities, tournaments, lessons 

and clinics. Scheduled events will be announced on the Heritage Harbour TV channel and 

will be posted on the bulletin board at the courts. 

 

4. Children, under 18 years of age, are permitted to play between 11:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. 

when accompanied by a member. Children may play at other times when accompanied by a 

member, but must yield the court if members are waiting to play. 

 

5. The use of the Tennis Courts for private lessons or clinics must be arranged in advance 

with the Tennis Committee Chairperson. 

 

6. Playing time is limited to one (1) hour if others are waiting to play. 

 

7. Proper attire is required when using the Tennis Courts. Tennis shoes or other appropriate 

rubber-soled athletic shoes must be worn while on the courts. Shirts must be worn at all 

times. 

 

8. Members should report to the Lodge Office improper or abusive use of the Tennis Court 

facilities or play by persons not eligible to use the facilities. 

 

9. Persons using the Tennis Courts are expected to practice appropriate tennis decorum. Loud 

conversation and inappropriate language should be avoided. 

 

10. The use of the backboard for practice should be limited so as to not disturb players on 

other courts. Use of the backboard should be relinquished to those wishing to use court #9. 

 

11. Persons using the Tennis Courts are responsible for leaving the court area free of debris 

and the removal of all personal property.
